Colony in a Container
Your goal is to create an information capsule for display about one of the original colonies that we have studied. You will be assigned your colony randomly.  Your grade will be based on completion of the following requirements listed below, plus neatness, accuracy, and creativity.  We will work in the Media Center for three class periods; however, this assignment will require that you work outside of class as well. Your container will be part of a classroom museum exhibition. 
Requirements:
· The project must fit into a closable container of your choice. You may decorate the container any way you see fit as long as it relates to your colony.

· A Physical/Political Map of the colony as it was in the 1700’s.  It may be two or three-dimensional but must be hand-made (no computer printouts). An outline map of each colony will be made available to you.
· A completed Information Fact Sheet.  You may change the look or format of this sheet if you choose to, as long as you include all of the required information.

· A three-dimensional or visual artifact that represents your colony.  

· An Advertisement to attract settlers to your colony. Your ad will be displayed.  It should be on an 8 ½” by 11” piece of printer paper available from your teacher. 
· If you use sources other than your textbook or classroom atlas, you must cite them according to the guidelines given in your assignment notebook on pages 27 and 28.
