� Immediate Indian Attack  

� J. Smith and Pocahontas fostered 

trade  

� Pocahontas was extremely kind & 

helpful to colonists  

� Smith left and relationship 

crumbled  

� Pocahontas kidnapped  

� Peace returned during marriage of 

Rolfe, Pocahontas  

� Peace ended with death of 

Pocahonta and colonial expansion  

� Massacres, battles, Bacon’s 

Rebellion  

� Colonists befriended by 

Samoset/Squanto  

� Spoke English  

� Squanto showed Pilgrims 

fishing/farming techniques  

� Signed long-lasting peace treaty 

with Wampanoag  

� Harvest Festival – First 

Thanksgiving  

� Lasted until 1676
